THE CORPORATION OF THE MUNICIPALITY OF HURON SHORES

BY-LAW #25-12
BEING A BY-LAW RESTRICTING THE WEIGHT OF VEHICLES PASSING OVER DEAN LAKE BRIDGE

WHEREAS Subsection 123(2) of the Highway Traffic Act, R.S.O. 1990, Chapter H.8, as amended provides that:

The Municipal Corporation or other authority having jurisdiction over a bridge may by by-law limit the gross weight of any vehicle or class thereof passing over such bridge;

AND WHEREAS it is deemed expedient to limit the weight of vehicles passing over a bridge in the Corporation of the Municipality of Huron Shores;

NOW THEREFORE, the Council of the Corporation of The Municipality of Huron Shores ENACTS AS FOLLOWS:

1. THAT no vehicle or combination of vehicles or any class thereof, whether empty or loaded, shall be operated over the bridge commonly known as the Dean Lake Bridge on the Dean Lake Road in the NE¼ of Section 9, Township of Thompson, with a weight in excess of six (6) metric Tonnes; 

2. AND THAT any person violating the provisions of this by-law shall be subject to the penalties provided in the Highway Traffic Act.

3. AND THAT this by-law shall not become effective until notice of the limit of weight permitted in compliance with the regulations under the Highway Traffic Act, has been posted in a conspicuous place at each end of the bridge.
4. AND THAT By-law #20-50 is rescinded upon this by-law coming into effect.
Read a first, second and third time and passed in open Council this 12th day of March, 2025.
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
